= This is equivalent to the use of “ing” in English.

The present progressive has TWO components to it. *** Don’t forget step 1!l ***

1. A conjugated form of the verb “"estar”.

2. The present participle. Take off the ending and add the new “ING” participle.

“ar’ verbs > Yo estoy hablando con Marta.
‘er/ir verbs ——> Ella esta bebiendo limonada.

e We do not use subject pronouns with these as the subjects are the things that are
pleasing to me, you, him, etc.

e We use indirect object pronouns before the verb to explain WHO is affected by the verb.

e To clarify or emphasize WHO something is PLEASING to, add the following pronouns.

(a mi, ati, a él, aella, a Ud., a nosotros, a vosotros, a ellos, a ellas, a Uds.)
